Minutes of Last Meeting.
It was proposed by Pieranglea Adam, seconded by David Mumford that the minutes of the meeting held on 7th January 2014 be adopted as a true and accurate record.
Matters Arising.

David Mumford has submitted our response to the consultation on the Community Empowerment (Scotland) bill to the Scottish Government. 
David Mumford said he had received a letter from the Co-Op saying they were happy with the way their car park works and did not intend to change it.

Derek Harper said that the money for the Brechin website was no longer available but other funding was being looked for.

Pierangela  Adam said that the plans for the potato store was no online and the link would be circulated.
Police Update

 PC Rattary said that although Brechin was relatively crime free there are still some problems caused mostly by alcohol. The PubWatch scheme is helping with this by banning the trouble makers from all the pubs in the scheme.
He also mentioned Operation Carpus where the Police and other partners give support to victims of scams.
It appears likely that the front counter of the Police Station will close but the station will still be used by Officers. Councillor Evans said talks were ongoing about the Police sharing space in the Access Office.

Dalhousie Estates Presentation.

Mark Richardson and Richard Cooke gave a presentation on Dalhousie Estates plans for expansion to the west of Brechin. The plan envisages a supermarket, filling station, hotel and retirement village including care home. They then answered questions from members of the Council and the Public.
Councillors Update.

Councillor Evans said there was little to report at this time but Angus council would be announcing its budget plans next week. She also said changes were being implemented in the Community Planning department. Talks were still ongoing with Visit Scotland about the future of Pictavia.
