Minutes of Last Meeting.
It was proposed by David Mumford, seconded by Susan Barr that the minutes of the meeting held on 6th May 2014 be adopted as a true and accurate record.
Matters Arising.
There were no matters arising.

Police Update.

Constable Rattray was not present but he had sent a report via the Secretary which was as foolows
Operation Carpus (mass mailing scams) - the operation has now been completed throughout Angus with around 100 victims or would be victims visited and given support.

It is deemed that on average there is in the region of £10,000 per person scammed from this group of people. Clearly this is an average with many being out of pocket by only a small amount of money and some being scammed for huge amounts.

It is hoped that the proactive support put in place will allow those victims and those who may have become victims to move on from such scams.

Locally, there has been a spurt of vandalism, which is not uncommon at times.  These are not targeted in any way or suspected to be committed by any particular individual or group.  High profile patrols are taking place to discourage this sort of conduct.

There is a problem with reports of illegal use of motorcycles in the area of the nature trail.  Any persons with any information on who is responsible should either phone 101 or contact me through the Community Council if appropriate.

Lastly, a joint funding bid has been made by Police and the Angus Community Sport Hub to run a sporting diversionary project on a Saturday evening.  Participating partners include Brechin City Youths Football Club, Brechin Buccaneers Cricket Club, Brechin Juniors Rugby club and Parkview Bowling club.  If this bid is aimed at P6 - S3 age groups and, if successful, will provide much needed active diversion for youths on a Saturday.

Please note that due to resource intensive activity throughout the summer (Tea in the Park,, Commonwealth Games etc) it is very unlikely that there will be any police representation at your meetings in July and August.
Councillors Update.
Councillor Evans said that the Community Benefit Consultation replies were being evaluated.  There will be a consultation on the future of Pictavia when Visit Scotland leaves.

Community Council Updates. 
A meeting had been held with Angus Council officials on the detailed plans for the new Community Campus. Major concerns were again raised about access and how the Campus would be managed. The Angus Council officials said a Campus Manager would be appointed and would work in conjunction with the High School Rector. Concerns were also raised about the use of Duke Street by construction traffic, and the contractors have said this will be carefully managed.
Further discussion is to take place with Angus Council about the closure of the paddling pool.

Angus Council have passed the planning application for Logan Milne (Potatoes) extension plans. Pierangela Adam, who had attended the Planning Meeting said she thought that the objections of local residents as well as the Community Council had been ignored. She will write to the planning department to ask for a full report.

Convenor.

Further meetings with regard to the proposed Health Hub have been arranged for 18th June and 8th July at Stracathro Hospital.
Eurowind had put a scheme foe Joint Ventures which would widen the scope for community benift.
It was agreed to give the Park Group a grant of £200 when they provide a plan of action. A trail small wild flower meadow will be planted and further monies may be available from the Ward based fund and Environmental Trust.
It was reported that a piece of masonry had fallen from the former Saint Columbia’s Church building onto the pathway leading to New Friends nursery causing the nursery to move their entrance. The owners of the building have promised to make it safe and work is being carried out.  The secretary said he written to the Chief Executive of Angus Council but had not yet received a reply.
