Apologies for Absence.
Apologies were received from Joy Mowatt, Bill Anderson Councillor Evans.
Minutes of Last Meeting.
It was proposed by Evelyn Clark, seconded by David Mumford that the minutes of the meeting held on 4th February 2014 be adopted as a true and accurate record.
Matters Arising.

The Community Council website is now up and running again.
Further information is being sought on the Community Benefit scheme proposed by Angus Council where they would act as broker between developer and communities. David Mumford is to consult with Inveresk Community Council.
Police Update
P.C. Rattry said that Operation Carpus had identified three high risk individuals in the area and was working with them to resolve matters.

There had been a series of crimes in the City Road area but a person had been arrested.  He said security of outbuildings should be a priority. Questions were asked about the CCTV cameras in the area and in Panmure Street. The Police have asked Angus Council to move some CCTV cameras in Brechin. Councillor Houston will check on this.
Councillors Update .
Councillor Houston said that a recent report into care homes in Angus had been satisfactory. He also said that some local bus contracts had been renewed but some little used services would be discontinued. Councillor Myles said he had been part of a group examining pot holes in the County’s roads which he said were not as bad as he expected. He said better methods of repairs were being used but it was a difficult time financially for Councils. David Mumford registered his disquiet at the Scottish Government’s freeze on Council Tax.
Community Council Updates.

Grahame Lockhart said that Joy Mowatt had resigned as a Community Councillor and he paid tribute to her work both as a Councillor and as Press Officer. He proposed that George Garden be appointed an Associate Member; this was seconded by Derek Harper and carried unanimously.
Logan Milne Potato Company has applied for planning permission to extend its storage facilities in the Scott Street Area. Many local residents have concerns over this and the Community Council agreed to lodge a formal objection with Angus Council.
The Arts and Crafts Group expressed concerns that their use of the Damacre Centre would be cut following rumours that more Angus Council staff would be based there. They also have grave concerns over the Community Campus being suitable as they require storage for their equipment and the only storage being offered at the Campus is outside.
David Mumford said he had been approached by several people over Angus Councils proposals to close the paddling pool at the Inch. A group of residents are looking at taking this over as a community asset.
There had been 120 replies to the survey into the future of the City Hall with the vast majority in favour of it being retained. About 40 people have said they’d be prepared to help with the running of it. A business plan would be required as this would affect the use of other buildings in the City.
