Apologies for Absence.

Apologies for absence were received from Susan Barr and Councillor Myles
Minutes of Last Meeting.

Grahame Lockhart, seconded by George Garden proposed that the minutes of the meeting held on 6th January 2015 be adopted as a true and accurate record.

Matters Arising.
Derek Harper had written to Stewart Ball of Angus Council and appears to have the resolved the problems with Parks Group. A bid to the Environmental Funding Group for funding for the outdoor gym is going ahead.
The Secretary had written to Angus Council about local rights of way and had received a map outlining them. It was felt that this map was out of date as some rights of way had fallen into disuse or been ploughed up. He will write to Angus Council again asking for further details.
Future Community Policing.

The Convenor welcomed Inspector Hamish Gray from Police Scotland who outlined the new Community Policing Model being rolled out across Angus. The Edzell and Brechin area will have 10 dedicated officers and 1 sergeant. The idea is that there will be a bigger ‘police presence’ in the area and that the public will get to know their police officers and the police officers will get to know the area, the public, and will understand the local problems such that measures can be put into place to prevent crime, anti-social behaviour, etc..
Police Update.

PC Rattray said that scams and frauds were still ongoing and although Operation Carpus had now concluded the Police were continuing to work with other partners to support victims.
He had little to report as crime in the city is low with both domestic and other violence being m reduced.  One local youth had had his off road motor cycle seized and had been reported for various road traffic offences. Questions were asked about parking in the City, PC Rattray said the police paid this passing attention but were often involved with other duties and could not attend to parking, which Angus Council was looking at decriminalising.
Charrette
The Charrette will start on 4th Feb and finish on 7th Feb with a further meeting on 19th Feb. 
Councillors Update.
Councillor Houston said that there were issues with lack of communication between the flood prevention scheme and the residents in the River Street area. A public Consultation on the Local plan will start on 16th Feb and run for 9 weeks. It was confirmed that the public could use the toilets at the Leisure Centre and the sign prohibiting this would be removed.

Consultations. 
David Mumford had attended a seminar on Land Reform and prepared a response to the Consultation which will be submitted.
David Mumford and Grahame Lockhart were working on a reply to Health and Social Work Integration report which would be submitted.

Community Council Updates.
The new Community Campus building work is proceeding on schedule. There appears to more active communication between the developers and the local community.

Work has started on the main part of the Flood prevention scheme. There was much discussion on the future of the disused toilet block at the Meikle Mill. The contractors for the scheme want to demolish the block and use the site for a portacabin but George Garden said it needed to be left because if the leisure Centre closes when the new Community Campus opens there will be toilet provision in the area. It was hoped a Community Group could be formed to take over the running of the toilets but a decision needs to be made soon. The Community Council agreed to support any group that was set up.
The Parks Group has applied for funding for the outdoor Gym and estimates are being sought for the car park.

AOCB.

A member of the public said there was one red telephone box left in Brechin which could be adopted by the Community Council This was agreed and suggestions for its future use will sought in due course.
Derek Harper said he would proposing that Jim Sherrit be co-opted on the Community Council at the next meeting.
