Apologies for Absence.

Apologies were received from Jim Sherrit, Mary Anderson, Amanda Taylor ( Brechin Advertiser), Councillors Evans, Houston and Myles(Angus Council).

Minutes of Last Meeting.
Grahame Lockhart, seconded by George Garden, proposed that the minutes of the meeting held on 5th May 2015 be adopted as a true and accurate record.

Matters Arising.
The Community council has paid the fee for the planning application for a car park in the Public Park which has been submitted.

The online application has been submitted, and the contract signed for the adoption of the last red phone box in Brechin.
Derek said his meeting with |Alan McKeown had been postponed until the 11th of June. 

Angus Leisure Trust is now known as Angus Alive and will take over the running of sports and leisure facilities from Angus Council. Derek will discuss with Alan Mckeown the impact of this on existing services.

George Garden had contacted tulip Bacon about the transportation of pigs and they will send him their guidelines for transport firms.

There has been some vermin control in the former St Columbias Church but there is still a lot of pigeon dropping having to be cleaned up at the nursery.
Derek said he would try to get a list of Common Good assets for the Community Council.
Appointment of Associate Members.
It was proposed by Derek Harper, seconded bt George Garden that Jill Scott be appointed an Associate Member of the Community Council.  This was put to a vote and carried unanimously.

Both Ladies will work on the Community Allotment and Paddling Pool projects.

Police Update. 
PC Irvine said there was little to report. Anti-social behaviour has reduced greatly since the main culprits were given a fairly lengthy jail sentence. There have been some complaints about noise in Market Street and Esk Park Terrace. There have been no significant reports of speeding or anti –social driving. A drugs cultivation had been seized in Montrose Street but there is no great drugs problem in the City. 
Community Cinema.
Derek Harper said that the Community Cinema Group had been hit by unexpected costs, and while they had an application for funding in to the Community Social Innovation Fund this had not yet been determined. This had left them with a shortfall and they requested a grant of £134.00 to cover the rental of the City Hall. This was unanimously agreed on the basis that it was a one off payment.

Flood Prevention Scheme.
The play equipment at the Inch Park will need to be replaced after the completion of the scheme. A survey should have been done to determine what equipment is required. Derek will consult with Walter Scott and Richard Meeson as to who was surveyed and what the result was.

Councillors Update.
There were no Angus Councillors present so there was no update.

Community Council Updates.

The Community Campus Ethos Group which includes Derek has been set up and will meet shortly.

AOCB.
The Scottish Towns Partnership has been set up to help smaller towns. One of its aims is to help groups connect with their MSP.

A progress report on the Charrette is going before Angus Council on the 18th June. No direct action at this time.

Concerns have been raised by Community Councillors and the Public about the system for booking appointments etc at the Brechin Medical Practise. Eric had written to the Practise manager asking for a meeting but so far had not received a reply.
A request had been received from Community Engagement Officer Rachel Green that we help facilitate a health and Social Care Integration meeting. Agreed in principle and we will asking the Dalhousie centre if it can be held there.

There was a suggestion from a member of the Public that Solar Panels could be set up at two locations in Trinty. Was agreed we should encourage Angus Council and others to investigate suitable sites.

The Rev David Mumford announced his resignation from the Community Council as he had now retired and was moving away from Brechin. Derek Harper paid tribute to David’s work in the Community over the time he had been in Brechin.

The next meeting will be held on 7th July at 7.00pm in the Damacre Centre and will include the AGM.
There being no further business Derek thanked the attendees and closed the meeting at 8.45pm.
