Matters Arising.

The Health and Social Welfare Integration consultation is ongoing.

Police Update.

PC Rattray said that the latest scam involved people being cold called and told their doctor had recommended then for rose hip syrup capsules, however their bank account details would be needed first.
He also said there was little crime in the City, with only occasional incidents of vandalism which are found anywhere. Domestic violence continues to be a priory and he encouraged anyone with concerns to contact the Police. Stop and search was not a problem in Brechin and no under twelves’ were being searched without cause. Sergeant Clark Rennilson had been appointed Ward Sergeant for Brechin and Edzell.

Charrette.
The Charrette had been held between the 4th and 7th February with approximately 400 people attending over the various meetings. The main focus was on the City Hall, the area of the former Flicks building and Leisure Centre. Various funding streams would be explored. A further report is due on March 26th.
