Apologies were received from Pierangela Adam and Frances Keats.

Minutes of Last Meeting.
Evelyn Clark, seconded by Jim Sherrit proposed that the minutes of the meeting held on 5th March 2015 be adopted as a true and accurate record.
Matters Arising.

George Garden said the Board of the Angus Environmental Trust had met on 15th April 15th and had agreed to fund 50% of the cost of the outdoor gym equipment for the Public Park on condition applications have been made for match funding by 5th June.

Jim Sherrit said that the last remaining red phone box in Brechin was on publicly owned land and that planning permission would not be required for our intended use of it. An application will be submitted in the next few weeks.  
Common Good Fund.
In the light of the Community Engagement Bill Derek Harper asked the Angus Councillors about the governance of the Common Good Fund. The Councillors replied that they only advised as to the use. Property lets were dealt with by the Property department of Angus Council on the same basis as Angus Council property lets. It was agreed to contact Angus Council for a full list of Common Good Fund assets.
Little Poland Shop Licence Application.

The Little Poland shop had submitted an application for an off sales licence to Angus Council. Members saw no reason to comment on the application.

Police Update.

Constables McKendrick and Gerrard said there was little to report as crime had fallen slightly in the City. There is still some anti- social behaviour at weekends.
Councillors Update.
Brechin has been awarded £20,000 by Angus council for small projects in East Brechin. The community will be involved in a Participatory Budgeting consultation later in the year
There is concern over the traffic management connected to the Flood Prevention scheme. 

Angus Council has agreed to take over the maintenance of the Watson –Watt Statue.

A footpath between Bearhill and St Andrews Street has been named Collingsworth Way in honour of the late Catherine Collingsworth.

Community Council Update.

The Community Campus is proceeding on time and budget. Some disquiet was expressed that the High School Rector will also be the Campus Manager. A Campus Ethos Group will be set up which will include the Community Council Convenor.

Derek will write to Alan McKeown asking for clarification on the Brechin Leisure Trust as we do not fully understand how it works. The Flood Prevention Scheme is moving along as schedule. 

Planning Permission has been granted for a car park in the Public Park. The Community Council agreed to fund the planning application costs of £101.00.
Reports.

The Secretary’s report had been circulated as was accepted.

Treasurer.

Frances Keats was not present but had submitted a report saying that bank balance as at 1st May 2015 was £1708 and with this year’s grant of £1020 due the |Community Council was in a good state financially.
Planning.
Paul said he had nothing to report.

AOCB.
The lease on Unit 8 Southesk Street has been extended to the end of the current Community Council term. Elections for a new Community Council will be held in October.
The canopy on the front of the City Hall will not be replaced and any insurance payout will go to the Common Good Fund.

The former St Columbia’s Church has been boarded up, but this has meant with no access to the building the play area of the nursery next door is being covered in bird droppings necessitating daily cleaning.  It was agreed to write to the environmental health department to see if anything could be done.

There are no pitches available for the Brechin Rugby Club to play an exhibition match against a team from Italy. The match will be staged in Forfar. Despite several attempts there is no resolution of the dispute between the Cricket and Rugby Clubs over the shared use of their ground.

A member of the Public raised the problem of lorries containing live pigs bound for the slaughter house coming through the City with the accompanying noise and smell which will increase when the extension to the slaughter house is operational. The Angus councillors agreed to contact the relevant authorities to ensure all transport regulations were being adhered to.
