Election of Officers. 
Convenor.

Minutes of Last Meeting.

Matters Arising.
There were no matters arising.
Police Update.

There were no Police Officers present so no update.

Councillors Update.

Councillor Evans said that the main thing was the consultation on removing Tenant Support Officers from sheltered housing complexes.  She stressed this was a consultation exercise and no decisions had been made.
AOCB.

It was pointed out that with Frances Keats Grahame Lockhart and David Mumford all having left the Community Council there was no one currently serving empowered to sign cheques. It was agreed the new Treasurer would contact the bank and arrange for the current Office Bearers be made signatories on the cheques.

The problems of parking in Brechin was discussed particularly the yellow lines that have been removed in Clerk Street opposite the filling station.
