	Road policing issues locally:

	Community officers in Angus carried out a road safety initiative at Glamis and Eassie primary schools on Friday 9 December to educate drivers on the dangers of speeding in and around schools.

The officers received assistance from children from the primary schools, who were handing out leaflets to motorists to make them aware of the dangers of driving at speed and the consequences of this.

Drivers should always reduce their speeds in response to where they are and what is around them. This is never more important than when they are on roads where children are making their way to or from school.
All pupils and parents should ensure they cross with care. Responsible behaviour on everyone’s part can help make sure that avoidable accidents, and the trauma and heartbreak that goes with them, are avoided.


	Local initiatives:

	Since 5th December 2016, Angus Community Constables Mark Reid and Paul Morgan have been delivering training to pupils at Forfar Academy on violence and disorder prevention using the national football-related PITCHIN' IN programme.

The 13 pupils involved have received training in respect of 4 main areas;

What is offending? 
Why get involved? 
What are the consequences of offending? 
What is the language of offending?
In addition, local Fire Service Watch Manager Dave McKenzie also delivered a session to the pupils on the illegal use of pyrotechnics at football matches along with fire safety awareness training. This has proved to be a very successful piece of inter-agency work with fantastic contributions from the pupils involved.
