	NATIONAL AND LOCAL CAMPAIGNS AND MESSAGES

	NEW INITIATIVE

​Police Scotland, Tayside Division, have formed a partnership with The Prince's Trust to launch the first Police Scotland led Team Programme in Dundee. 

​Inspector Suzanne Smith along with PC Katie Deas and PC Gavin Munro who will be seconded to The Prince's Trust will launch the pilot Team programme on 12 June 2017.

On Friday 9 June 2017, the first taster session of the group was held at The Prince's Trust premises in Kembank Street, Dundee.

Partnership Inspector Suzanne Smith – "This is an exciting project to be part of and it is hoped it will break down barriers between police, young people and the local community whilst providing young people with a platform as they consider their future choices whilst providing a framework to build confidence in young people and show that they are valid and valued.

The 12 week personal development programme aims to increase confidence, motivation and skills, to enable young people to move into employment, education, training, volunteering or an apprenticeship and away from vulnerability and crime.

It is aimed at 16 to 25 year olds from a variety of backgrounds, who are unemployed and are seeking an opportunity to build their confidence and develop themselves.

The programme will run Monday to Friday with the pilot being located at The Prince's Trust premises in Kembank Street, Dundee.  The programme includes a community project, a residential week involving team building, a 2 week work placement, a team challenge all whilst looking at life and employability skills. 

With support, the young people will work together, plan, fundraise and decide upon a Community project that will benefit a group of someone within the local community and upon completion the young people will gain a recognised qualification.
POLICE SUGERIES

The LCPT are now running regular police surgeries in Montrose (Tesco and YM) and Brechin

(Scotmid - Montrose Street and Brechin Community Campus. They will be advertised via social media and in the local press. Please spread the word and encourage members of the public to attend and speak to the team.   



	Recent crimes/issues in the area:

	Brechin and District

During the period from 21/05/2017 – 26/06/2017 there has been 126 crimes reported in the Brechin area which cover a variety of incidents including in these numbers are Vandalisms/Theft/Assault/Disorder/Drugs and Road Traffic Offences with the vast majority being speeding offences on the A90. 

Of the 126 reported crimes, 92 have thus far been detected with the others still under investigation

Montrose and District

During the same period in Montrose and District there has been 106 crimes reported, of which 61 have been detected with other still under investigation. Again these incidents vary in content and follow the same pattern as Brechin.



	Emerging issues:

	Brechin and District
Clerk Street, Brechin. The LCPT are working closely with volunteers form the Attic to address complaints regarding anti social behaviour outside the premises. Several complaints have been made regarding youths congregating outside the premises intimidating service users and members of the public.   
Montrose and District
Officers have received numerous calls to the grounds of the former Sunnyside Royal Hospital regarding youths breaking into the derelict buildings. As advertised in the local press, the buildings are in a dangerous condition and Police Scotland are working alongside the estate developer to combat the rise in calls and help keep people safe. Parents are urged to speak to their children and discourage them from attending the premises. Local residents and dog walkers using the grounds are also urged to contact the police should they see any youths within the grounds.An article has been placed in the local press with a joint statement from both the developer and Sgt Renilson.



	Road policing issues locally:

	Anti Social Behaviour. Police Scotland have received complaints regarding speeding vehicles in Rossie Island Road and Burnside Place, Ferryden. Members of the public are urged to provide as much detail as possible with regard to the vehicle make, colour and registration number when contacting the police. This will assist officers making enquiry into the incident and any associated ASB proceedings.   
Complaints have also been received in Brechin with regards to off road motorcyclists at the rear of Andover School and within the waste ground to the rear of Carnegie crop sprayers in Cookston Road. A flyer drop is planned to encourage members of the public who resides in these areas to report all incidents to the police to allow for positive action to be taken. 


	Local initiatives:

	The LCPT have been working with our clusters in Montrose and Brechin to help combat inconsiderate and dangerous parking outside our primary schools. The initiative is a long term approach working in conjunction with Junior Road Safety Officers from each of the schools to help eradicate problem parking. New JRSO’s will be identified at the start of the next term and will continue to work alongside our local police officers throughout the year. At the start of every Autumn term, 4 new JRSO’s in each school from P6/7 will be identified to assist the initiative. 



	Forthcoming events in area (associated issues):

	Light and Life Convention – East Links, Montrose. Monday 26 – Thursday 29 June 2017. LCPT officers will be present during the convention helping ensure the event passes safely. 
Harley in the City – Town Centre Brechin – Saturday 15th July 2017. LCPT officers will be present to promote special constable recruitment. 
Edzell Gala Day – Saturday 05 August. Officers from the LCPT will be present providing crime prevention advice in respect of rural and ‘cross border’ crime.
