	NATIONAL AND LOCAL CAMPAIGNS AND MESSAGES
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From 31 December 2016, it will be an offence to use, possess, purchase or acquire an air weapon in Scotland, without holding an air weapon certificate, though if you are an existing firearm or shotgun certificate holder after this date, you will still be able to use and possess air weapons, until your firearm or shotgun certificate expires.  

The deadline for air weapon applications being processed before the new laws are introduced on 31 December 2016, have now passed, and in line with legislation for the application process, it is anticipated that all applications for an air weapon certificate, which were received by Police Scotland after 31 October 2016, will not be processed or granted until 2017.
Please be advised that any person who has applied for an air weapon certificate after 31 October 2016, which has not been granted by 31 December 2016, will be committing an offence unless one of the following measures are taken, while awaiting the new certificate and authorisation being granted. 

1. Store your air weapon with someone who has an Air Weapon Certificate.
2. Store your air weapon with someone who has a current Firearm or Shotgun     Certificate.
3. Store your air weapon with a Registered Firearms Dealer.
If your air weapon application was submitted after 31 October 2016, you are advised to make one of these alternative arrangements at your earliest opportunity and before 31 December 2016. 
OPERATION AFTER DARK

Some advice on keeping your home secure during the dark months.
1. Use timer switches on lights and radio to look like your home is secure.

2. Ensure all windows and doors are secure when leaving the home and going to bed.

3. If possible consider using security lighting at the front and rear of the property.

4. Make sure all garden tools and ladders are locked away when not being used.

5. Use a good quality lock on any garden sheds or outhouses.

6. Make a note of all makes, models and serials numbers of your property.

	Road policing issues locally:

	Dangerous and Anti Social parking remains an issue and officers will continue to target these offences.
Due to the change in temperature can we remind all drivers to clear all car windows prior to commencing their journey. It is not acceptable to just clear a small part of the windscreen and full visibility must be obtained when driving.

	COUNTERFEIT CURRENCY

There have been several reports over the last week around Angus of counterfeit currency being passed at shops. The common note appears to be a £50 Bank of England note. Please be vigilant.
FUEL THEFTS
There have at least two reported incidents of rural fuel theft in Angus over the last month. Please be mindful of any suspicious activity in and around farms and rural homes. Please report all suspicious activity to Police via 101 or local Community officer.

Vehicle fuel tanks should be fitted with locking fuel caps. These can be alarmed. Avoid leaving vehicles exposed in fields with full tanks of fuel or filling the tanks last thing at night. Restrict access to where vehicles are parked. Thieves will not carry large quantities of fuel over any distance to vehicles. 

Outdoor fuel tanks should be secured and locked. Tank valves should be secured by removing hand wheels or using padlocks or lockable covers. Keep the area around the pumps or tanks clear of equipment and other obstructions – don’t give thieves cover. Keep track of fuel purchases. Dip your tanks daily and monitor your fuel usage so that you know if there is an unexplained loss of fuel. Also consider building a security cage around any tanks. Where your tanks contain a large amount of fuel consider installing a CCTV system that operates equally well both during the day and at night.
